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Call for Research Poster Presentations

The American Orff-Schulwerk Association (AOSA) will sponsor a research poster session to disseminate the results of innovative and thorough research at its 2010 AOSA Professional Development Conference to be held in Spokane, Washington, November 3-6, 2010.  Refer to the AOSA Research Initiatives on the website for examples of possible research topics that are highlighted in, but not limited to, three major areas as follows:  a) students’ musical learning and understanding; b) adult/teacher education; and c) historical and philosophical foundations.
The author(s) of each accepted paper must present at the conference poster session and be available to discuss the research project with interested participants.  Abstracts will be printed in the conference handbook, so handouts are not required. 
Applicants must submit the following for review by the selection committee: 
1. A cover page including proposal title, author name(s), institutional affiliation(s), address(es) and e-mail(s). 

2. A proposal in English which contains no clues to author identity, not exceeding 1000 words (excluding bibliography) via e-mail attachment to swoodwar@usc.edu in Microsoft Word or PDF format.  The proposal must include the following: (a) title (b) introduction and general statement of the research purpose (c)  justification for the study  (d) a specific statement of the research question(s), including definitions of terms (e) brief related research (f) design and analysis (g) results; (f) conclusions and discussion (g) implications for and applications to the profession (h) bibliography 
3. A maximum 500 word abstract of the research

4. Papers submitted for the conference must comply with the Code of Ethics published in the fall issue of the Journal of Research in Music Education (and also available on the Web at http://www.menc.org).
