Shields-Gillespie Scholarship

Guidelines and Policy for Applicant

The Shields-Gillespie Scholarship provides financial aid to AOSA members who are interested in furthering the growth of Orff Schulwerk in Early Childhood Education. These persons must demonstrate financial need in furthering their educations in Orff Schulwerk or as educators in Early Childhood programs with low-income populations, or need financial aid to develop a valid, creative project.

· The funds may be used for professional development, instruments and other special creative projects that are associated with Orff Schulwerk and that will benefit the music education of children. Grant funds may not be used to pay for college credit.
· Applicant must be actively involved in teaching preschool and/or kindergarten students in low-income populations.

· Applicant must demonstrate strong motivation to study and use music, particularly the Orff Schulwerk approach, in Early Childhood Education.

· Applicant must demonstrate personal financial need if the funds are to be used for professional development.

· Applicant must present evidence that the proposed professional development, instruments, or project will benefit a low-income population.
· Applicant must be a current member of AOSA and must have been an AOSA member in good standing for one year prior to making application for the grant.

· Applicant must be a citizen of the United States of America or must have resided in the United States of America for the past five years.
Background: 
Harriette Evans Shields was a teacher of preschool children in the Watts area of Los Angeles, California, where she served families of limited financial resources and diverse racial backgrounds. Mrs. Shields used music as a foundation for fundamental learning skills as well as to create an environment for social awareness and individual creativity. Harriette’s program received recognition throughout the City of Los Angeles and the State of California as an example of the positive effect that aesthetic, music-centered learning philosophy has on the development of preschool and kindergarten children, especially those from ethnically diverse and low-income populations.

The late Avon Gillespie, master Orff Schulwerk specialist and honorary member of AOSA, established the Shields-Gillespie scholarship in his mother’s honor.  
Administered by the American Orff-Schulwerk Association, the scholarship honors Avon’s memory and encourages the continuation of Harriette Evans Shields’ philosophy of using music as a foundation for learning in Early Childhood Education.

Application Procedure: 

All necessary pages and forms must be typed, completed and returned to the Office of the Executive Director no later than January 25. Submit TWO copies of all documents. One of the copies must have all personal information deleted (items denoted by asterisk). The e-mail address is: info@aosa.org. The pages and forms include:

You may include a one-page resume in lieu of the professional experience and education section. 

Project Description, 1-2 pages
Please describe the nature and purpose of this project and its immediate and subsequent 

value to the low-income population you represent/teach, to you, and to AOSA. Include the

name and address of your principal/director and school/sponsoring agency. Make your statement as complete and concise as possible to help the committee in its evaluation of
your request. If applying for instruments, include a current inventory of your school’s equipment.

Financial Statement
If the application is for professional development, please submit a Financial Statement (See attached.) and copies of the two most recent income tax returns you have filed.
Request for Instruments
Your music classroom’s current inventory of general music instruments must be submitted with requests to fund the purchase of equipment. 

If requesting instruments, you must complete the Instrument Request Form. This form includes 

· the list of instruments desired

· the vendor

· the price, including shipping and handling

· the catalogue/order number

· delivery address.   

Applications with this information omitted will be considered incomplete and will not be considered until the information is provided.  If request is for a package of instruments, provide individual instrument prices and item numbers as well as the total package price.
Instruments purchased will become the property of the school, not the teacher requesting the purchase. 

School Profile

If the application is for equipment, please submit an official school profile that includes the percentage of students who receive federal free and reduced lunch.  If not available, an official letter from an administrator giving the percentages may be submitted. 

Reference Letters Forms 

Give a copy of the reference page to three people who are to write a letter on your behalf.  Topics should include:

(a) Relationship to the applicant

(b) Knowledge of subject matter and teaching ability

(c) Relationships with supervisors, colleagues, students

(d) Work ethic: industry, follow-through, responsibility

(e) Evidence of interest or past experience in working with students of low-income populations. Letters should be sent directly to AOSA Headquarters.

Funds
If funded and the grant is for professional development or a project, AOSA will send a check to the individual by April 30.  If the grant is for more than $599, the grantee will receive a 1099-MISC in January of the following year.  Grantees are responsible for keeping receipts of expenses for their own tax return.  
If the grant is awarded for the purpose of the purchase of instruments, the ordering of items requested will be handled by AOSA.  The Instrument Request Form will be referenced for this purpose. 

A letter will be sent to the administrator of the school describing the proposal and the instruments. Your local media should be contacted to share your news.

Completion of Project/Study
It is understood that funded training/projects will be completed by December 31.  If the funds cannot be used by that time the committee may grant an extension if the request is made in writing by January 1.  If the funds are awarded, an acknowledgement in the form of a thank you note, a head shot of recipient, and photographs of children playing the new instruments, in the case that monies are used for that purpose, are due to AOSA at info@aosa.org within thirty days of completion. (See Agreement.) If sending photographs of children, a Universal Photo Permission form must accompany the photos. (Attached at end of application.)
