1. The International Outreach Fund encourages and supports Orff Schulwerk professional development outside the United States, particularly in countries where there is a demonstrated need. 

2. The fund provides partial funding of travel for an AOSA approved teacher to teach in an international course or workshop that demonstrates the value of Orff Schulwerk and its widespread use.  The sponsors at the host location bear all other expenses, which may include remaining travel expenses, salary, housing, and instructional costs.

3. The International Outreach Committee (IOC) reviews applications for proposed courses and for AOSA teachers interested in teaching internationally. When a course is approved, a match is made with an AOSA-approved teacher.  

4. Travel grants will be awarded based on worthiness of the project, qualifications of AOSA teachers and availability of funds. 

5. Applications for this fund are accepted throughout the calendar year.  The IOC makes recommendations to the National Board of Trustees one month prior to their meetings, which take place in September, November, and March.

In addition, the coordinator is responsible for publicity and providing a translator.

The following documentation should be submitted following the course:

· Within three weeks, the course coordinator should submit a summary report to the IOC Chair and AOSA Headquarters to include a brief discussion of the following: the target audience, number of participants, scope of workshops/classes, the ways in which the purposes/needs were met, and the overall response of the participants

· Within four months, the course coordinator and/or the AOSA-approved teacher should submit an essay (750 word max) along with at least two photos highlighting the positive aspects of the experience.  Send to the IOC Chair who will review and forward for publication in the AOSA newsletter, Reverberations and/or post on the AOSA Website.
